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CORPORATION OF THE TOWNSHIP OF HAVELOCK-BELMONT-METHUEN

BY-LAW NO. 2010 - 40
A BY-LAW TO ESTABLISH THE FEES FOR SERVICES AND ACTIVITIES FOR THE TOWNSHIP OF HAVELOCK-BELMONT-METHEUN.

WHEREAS Section 391 of the Municipal Act 2001, S.O. 2001, Chapter 25 as amended, states that a municipality and a local board may pass by-laws imposing fees or charges on any class of persons: (a) for services or activities provided or done by or on behalf of it; (b) for costs payable by it for services or activities provided or done by or on behalf of any other municipality or local board; and (c) for the use of its property including property under its control;

AND WHEREAS Section 392 of the Municipal Act 2001, S.O. 2001, Chapter 25 as amended, states “a municipality and a local board shall establish and maintain a list for public inspection indicating which of its services and activities and the use of which properties will be subject to fees or charges under this Part and the amount of each fee or charge”;
NOW THEREFORE the Council of the Township of Havelock-Belmont-Methuen hereby  enacts as follows:

1. That the fees for services and activities for the Corporation of the Township of Havelock-Belmont-Methuen are outlined on Schedule “A” attached hereto and forming part of this by-law. 

2. That the fees for services and activities will be reviewed on an annual basis.

That By-law 2008-34 is rescinded in its entirety upon the final passing of this by-law.

That this by-law come into force and take effect on the date of passing.

The Registration of Agreements on Title : a deposit of $1,200.00 is required – $600 to place on title, $600 to remove when terms of agreement have been met.   Any balance would be returned to the applicant.

32.
Entrance Permits:  the property owner is responsible for all costs to install entrances to their property to the standards required by the Superintendent of Public Works.   There is no fee for an entrance permit.   A deposit of $1,000.00 is required to meet a condition of severance if the entrance has not been installed prior to the expiry of the approval, and for building permit purposes.   The deposit would be returned upon construction of the entrance by the property owner.
